COMPLAINT

Plaintiff, FLAVA WORKS, INC. (“Plaintiff” or “Flava Works"), sues Defendants COREY WRIGHT
(“*Wright"), PAUL TARQUINO (“Tarquino”), BLACK RAYNE PRODUCTIONS, LLC. (“Black
Rayne”), ACE ENTERTAINMENT GROUP MANAGEMENT COMPANY, LLC. (“Ace
Entertainment”) and PITBULL PRODUCTIONS, INC. (dba ThugMart.com) (“PitBull” or

“ThugMart"), (hercinafter collectively referred to as “Defendants”) and alleges as follows:
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JURUSDICTION & VENUE

. Jurisdiction inheres in this Court pursuant to Article 5, section 20(c)(3) of the Florida

Constitution, Florida Statutes section 26.012(3) and scction 86.011, et seq. (the declaratory
Judgments act), and Fla. R. Civ. P. 1.610 (injunctions).

Venue lies in Miami-Dade County because the agreement that gives rise to the cause of action
originates in Miami-Dade County and the Defendants transact business in Miami-Dade County.

THE PARTIES

Plaintiff Flava Works is a Florida Corporation, which does business in Miami-Dade County. The
corporation produces adult entertainment in the form of DVDs, magazine, websites, pictures,
streaming video and various other media.

Defendant Corey Wright is an individual who is a resident of the State of Georgia. Wright is the
listed President of Black Rayne Productions and Ace Entertainment.

Defendant Paul Tarquino, based on information and belief, is an individual that is Defendant
Wrights® partner in Black Rayne.

Defendant Black Rayne is a registered North Carolina limited liability company, which does
business in Miami-Dade County. Black Rayne produces, promotes, and distributes adult content,
Defendant Ace Entertainment is a North Carolina limited liability company that serves as the
parent company for Black Rayne.

Defendant Pitbull is a Delaware Corporation that transacts business in Florida. Pitbull produces
adult entertainment in the form of websites, pictures, and DV Ds/videos.

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

On or around October 30, 2008, Flava Works entered into an oral agreement with Defendant
Wright.
Pursuant to the agreement, Flava Works and Black Rayne agreed to produce and distribute a

series of adull theme videos.
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. On or around February 1, 2009, Flava Works and Defendant Wright, as President of Black

Rayne Productions, entered into a partnership with Flava Works to carry on the business of the
production and distribution of adult themed media from 2610 North Miami Ave., Miami, FL
33127

On April 22, 2010, AVN Media Network, announced on its adult industry news that Flava
Works and Black Rayne had entered into a partnership and that Flava Works would exclusively
be distributing Breed It Raw. A true and correet copy of the announcement is attached as Exhibit

A,

- Two days later, on April 24, 2009, XBIZ, another adult industry news website, announced the

partnership deal and stated that Flava Works would be releasing the DVD Breed It Raw
exclusively through Flava Works and could be purchased online at CocoStore.com. A true and
correct copy of the announcement is attached as Exhibit B.

Three DVDs were produced throughout the partnership: Breed It Raw, Volumes I-111.

. Defendant Wright resided in Florida during the contract and filming of the first three volumes

contemplated under this partnership, the Breed It Raw series.
On November 23, 2009, Phillip Bleicher, as President of Flava Works, and Corey Wright, as

President of Black Rayne agreed to dissolve the partnership, effective December 31, 2009,

. The Partnership Dissolution Agreement (“Agreement”) contains a restrictive covenant, that

states, in relevant part:

“[d]uring the tern of this agreement, and for a period of three (3) years thereafter, [Black
Rayne] agrees to not enter into a partnership, work on, plan, organize or engage in any
consulting, employment, or do any other business activity (whether or not for
compensation) with any individual or business entity that is competitive with the business
in which [Flava Works] is involved at the date of this Agreement. This term includes but
is not limited to the operation of websites on the World Wide Web to the advertising,
promotion, and management of any website and to the production of images and video
content of an erotic nature for distribution or publication on the World Wide Web,
without regard to the location at which such activity may take place. This provision
should not be read as restricting BR from directing, promoting, producing ad distributing
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adult content on its own.” A true and correct copy of the Agreement is attached as
Exhibit C.

On March 4, 2010, it came to the attention of Flava Works that Defendant Pitbull entered into a
partnership with Defendant Black Rayne.

The partnership between Defendant Black Rayne and Defendant PitBull involved the sale,
distribution and promotion of at least four movies, including Breed It Raw, Volumes | - 111, A
true and correct copy of the March 4, 2010 partnership announcement is attached as Exhibit D,
On March 4, 2010, after learning of the partnership, Flavor Works contacted Defendant Wright
as President of Black Rayne and informed him that the partnership between Defendant Black
Rayne and Defendant PitBull was in violation of the terms of the dissolution agreement. A true
and correct copy of the March 4, 2010 letter is attached as Exhibit E.

The same day, Flava Works also sent a letter to Defendant Pitbulll, notifying the company that
its business relationship with Defendant Black Rayne was in violation of the Agreement. A true
and correct copy of the March 4, 2010 letter is attached as Exhibit F.

The letter to Defendant Pitbull also requested that the company remove Flava Works' address,

which was included on the DVD covers pursuant to §2257, in order to avoid confusion. fd

.On March 19, 2010, Defendant Pitbull, through its attorney, informed Flava Works that it

disagreed with Flava Works reading of the Agreement and indicated that it would continue to aid
and abet Black Rayne's violation of the Agreement’s restrictive covenant. A true and correct
copy of the March 19, 2010 letter is attached as Exhibit G.

On May 35, 2010, Flava Works informed Black Rayne that it wanted to submit this matter to
arbitration. A true and correct copy of the May 5, 2010 letter is attached as Exhibit H.

On May 10, 2010, the May 5" letter was delivered to and signed for by Corey Wright. A true and

correct copy of the May 10, 2010 delivery confirmation is attached as Exhibit 1.

26. As of June 10, 2010, Defendant Wright has failed to respond to all arbitration attempts.
